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I. Graduation Requirements:

1. English Proficiency: Students in the "English Proficiency Assessment" course must possess a
GEPT Elementary level certification or an equivalent English proficiency test score
recognized by the university. This must be submitted to the department office for review by
the end of the 15th week of the second academic year, second semester. Those who do not
meet the standard will be subject to remedial measures in accordance with the university's
Graduation Threshold and Guidance Regulations for Students’ English Proficiency.

2. Professional Competency: Before graduation, students must meet the following
requirements:

A. Obtain one "Adult Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation (CPR) or higher-level first aid
certification.” Students who do not pass the aforementioned examination may take a 2-credit
"First Aid Certification Guidance" course as a substitute. These credits will not be counted
towards the professional elective course credits.

B. Obtain one "Tourism and Leisure-related Professional Certification or National
Examination Qualification Certificate or a certification highly relevant to the department and
approved by the department affairs meeting." Students who do not pass the aforementioned
examination may take a 4-credit elective course offered by the department as a substitute.
These credits will not be counted towards the professional elective course credits.

I1. A maximum of 20 credits from elective courses taken from other departments and general
education elective courses will be recognized in total.

III. All students in this department are required to take an off-campus internship, totaling 18 credits.
Students who are unable to take the internship due to special circumstances and have obtained
approval must take the "Practical Project" course in the fourth year and other elective courses offered
by the department, totaling 18 credits.

IV. Internship and Practical Projects shall be handled in accordance with the department's "Regulations
for Off-Campus Internship" and "Implementation Guidelines for Practical Project."
